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VAFI WELCOMES FEDERAL FORESTRY FUNDING 
 
The Victorian Association of Forest Industries (VAFI) has welcomed the Federal 
Government’s new budget and its commitment of $20.0 million towards the Australian forest 
industry over the next three years.
